2.05 DAMPERS

A. Airflow balancing

1) Process/system air stream shall be equipped with manual flow control damper with locking hardware.  For ducts smaller than 15" in height or width, single-blade dampers shall be acceptable. When any duct dimension exceeds 15", the manufacturer shall provide opposed-blade dampers.

2) Reactivation air stream shall be equipped with a manual flow control damper with locking hardware.  For ducts smaller than 15" in height or width, single-blade dampers shall be acceptable. When any duct dimension exceeds 15", the manufacturer shall provide opposed-blade dampers.

3) The outside/makeup air inlet shall be equipped with a manual flow control damper with locking hardware.  For ducts smaller than 15" in height or width, single-blade dampers shall be acceptable. When any duct dimension exceeds 15", the manufacturer shall provide opposed-blade dampers. 
B. Face and Bypass
1) Face and bypass dampers to operate as a single damper assembly.  Blades to have elastomer edge seals and metallic jamb seals.  For ducts smaller than 15" in height or width, single-blade dampers shall be acceptable. When any duct dimension exceeds 15", the manufacturer shall provide opposed-blade dampers.
